GOSPEL MEDITATION
6th Sunday of Easter John 14:15-21
In my family, we can hardly speak about orphans without
tears. My father was adopted as a baby. He frequently
told us stories of how his parents welcomed him not just
into their home but into their hearts. It was never merely
a relocation or a legal transaction. It was the joy of being
chosen, of receiving a family, a name, and a place where
he belonged forever. Even in his later years, recalling that
gift still moves him to tears of tender gratitude.

That is the kind of tenderness behind Jesus' words in
today’s Gospel: “[ will not leave you orphans; | will come
to you." (John 14:18) He is going away but not
abandoning us. Instead, he sends us the Advocate, the
Holy Spirit — his own Spirit, shared with the Father —
who dwells in us. Through the Spirit, Christ is present in
us, and we are present in him. His Spirit gives us a home
and a family.

We deepen this knowledge in the sacraments, in prayer,
and in the daily life of the Church. The Spirit is the bond
of belonging, the power that makes us God’s sons and
daughters, not spiritual orphans. And this is not a one-
time event. There is always a deeper outpouring of the
Spirit available to us, a fresh appropriation of the promise
that we are never abandoned.

If only we could be as grateful as my dad is for his
adoption, realizing that we have been adopted by God
Himself. In Christ, we are never left as orphans.

6° Domingo de Pascua Juan 14:15-21

Las palabras de Jesus en la liturgia de hoy son como un
testamento que se cumple con la llegada del Consolador:

También para un
cristiano, el saber amar no es un dato adquirido una vez
para siempre; hay que volver a empezar cada dia, hay que
ejercitarse para que nuestro amor hacia los hermanos y
hermanas que encontramos se vuelva maduro y purificado
de aquellos limites o pecados que lo hacen parcial, egoista,
estéril e infiel. Cada dia se debe aprender el arte de amar”
(Papa Francisco, 21 de mayo de 2017). Mas claro que el
agua no puede ser: el Espiritu Santo nos acomparia, y la
muestra de nuestro amor a Jesls esta en practicar los
mandamientos. Pidamosle a Jesus que nos ayude con su
gracia a ser déciles a la voz de Dios. La vida es dificil; se
presentan muchas cosas cada dia, pero por lo menos
seamos coherentes en la fe.

Sexual Abuse Claims in the Diocese of El Paso Bankruptcy

Regardless of how old you are today or when the sexual abuse occurred, you

need to file your claim so that it is received by September 11, 2026,

The Diocese of El Paso (“Diocese”) has filed bankruptcy to
restructure its nonprofit organization and pay Putative Abuse
Survivors. Please read this notice carefully as it may impact your
rights against the Diocese and provides information about the
case, In re: Diocese of El Paso (Bankr, W.D. Tx.). This notice is
a short summary, For more detail, go to
https://cases.stretto.com/dioceseofelpaso or call (833) 345-0351.

Who Should File a Claim?

Anyone who alleges they were abused and believes the
Diocese, or persons affiliated with the Diocese, may be
responsible for the abuse must file a claim. This includes
abuse in connection with any entity or activity associated with
the Diocese, including schools, orphanages, parishes, or Catholic
Charities. A list of such entities associated with the Diocese is
available on the website or by calling the toll-free number listed
below.' If you have an abuse claim against any entity on that list,
you may have a claim against the Diocese. Only the Diocese is
in bankruptcy. If you have a claim against any entity on that list,
you must take additional legal action to preserve and pursue your
rights.

When and How Should I File a Claim?

You should file a claim using either Official Bankruptcy Form
No. 410 (or a form substantially similar thereto) or the abuse
Proof of Claim Supplement Claim so that it is received by
September 11, 2026. If you do not file 2 timely claim, you may
lose rights against the Diocese, including any right to
compensation.
