My friend is a Montessori teacher in a local
public school. Her class includes twenty-six
three-, four-, and five-year-olds who
normally stay with her for the full three
years as they age and develop. Montessori
education encourages a process of
discovery in which children in multi-age learning communities
develop through the use of all five senses using activities that
allow them to learn at their own pace. As a teacher, my friend is
always challenging the students to try the different activities that
fill her classroom. Helping children move up the levels and not
remain satisfied with simple activities they find easy to
accomplish is part of her work each day. Through the interaction
of teacher and fellow students a child can discover even more as
he or she is challenged to grow.

A bit like a Montessori classroom, Jesus and his disciples were a
community of learners. He was constantly teaching them as they
interacted with the world around them. Matthew doesn't hesitate
in his Gospel to show the varied ways in which Jesus instructed
his followers: discourse, parables, examples, and the experiences
of everyday life. In today's Gospel we encounter one of the
classic teaching techniques: questioning. Every teacher knows
that one way to get students to think about a subject is to ask
probing questions, encouraging the listener to think of responses
even as the questions keep coming. Jesus did that with his
disciples in today's Gospel. "Who do people say that the Son of
Man is?" he asks. The replies from the disciples come back, each
one falling short of the mark, until Peter hits on an adequate
response, "You are the Christ, the Son of the living God."

While we don't have Jesus standing in front of us peppering un
with questions, we must still come up with an answer for
ourselves in our own life. Who is Jesus for us today? And what
does that mean for how we live?

Una forma de corresponder al amor de Jesús en su
Iglesia es la de ser fieles a pesar de las oscuridades que hemos
vivido. El Reino de Dios está verdaderamente presente en su
Iglesia, la cual formamos todos los cristianos. De tal manera,
todos debemos de ser rocas firmes para los que nos rodean.
